Regarding Nuclear Waste

Dear Sandra:

I had the pleasure of meeting with you several weeks ago at the Future of 
Uranium stakeholders’ hearings in Regina. I was a presenter in the early 
morning of June 23 representing University of Saskatchewan Academics 
Against Nuclear Proliferation. At the time of our conversation, you told 
me that you were the NDP critic for the UDP and the environment in 
general.



While I was interviewed by the CBC and the Leader Post, the reporters 
told me that Premier Wall had stated that the Saskatchewan would never 
become Canada’ s nuclear waste depository. But if you recall the UDP has 
recommended that Saskatchewan seriously explore that possibility touting 
the supposed job and GDP benefits. Checking further, I was told that it 
was not Wall who had made such a statement but two cabinet members making 
off-the-cuff statements  at the press conference introducing the UDP 
report. This is not reassuring.

I discussed this with my colleagues at Clean Green Saskatchewan and they 
think the solution would be for someone to introduce a private member’s 
bill that would outlaw the transportation and storing of nuclear wastes 
in Saskatchewan from other jurisdictions. Exactly such an Act was passed 
in our neighboring province of Manitoba in 1987. A copy of that Act is 
enclosed. It was formulated in Manitoba after research there had 
discovered how easily cracks formed in Pre-Cambrian formations and how 
likely radioactive water leakages would occur.

We at Clean Green Saskatchewan as well as the vast majority of 
Saskatchewan residents would be grateful to you if you introduced such a 
private member’s bill. The voting results would also signal the actual 
intentions of the current Government relevant to this important issue 
that would affect the lives of countless future generations in 
Saskatchewan. I have enclosed a copy of my brief, again, which does 
address just some of the serious issue of hosting a nuclear repository. I 
have also cc’d this letter to several other members of your party’s MLAs 
who may have some interest in these topics.
